Paul Johnson called the meeting to order.  
Newcomers were welcomed: Scott & Tara Adolphson, Duane & Lois Jeurissen.
Officers were nominated:  Paul Johnson is President, Scott Adolphson is Vice President, Paul Segner is Treasurer, and Holly Swanson is Secretary.

The meeting was opened to discussion of:
Curly Leaf Pond Weed is a problem in our lake; 
Phosphorous level is the same; 
clarity of lake is good.

We received grant money from Wright County and Initiative Foundation, along with $1000.00 from our association, to build berm and water control system on west side of the lake at the inlet.  Wally thanked the Metzlers for signing off on this project and informed us that the association is now responsible for keeping trees and bushes from growing on the berm.  Wally had the engineering design of the project and copies were passed around.

Paul had some information on living landscapes and lakeshore management to control runoff.  Books are available to anyone interested.

Eric reported on the website www.camplake.org .  He requested that we submit pictures of the lake/fish you’ve caught/projects done on lakeshore, so he can add them to the website.

1. Jerry stated that we need to keep sand out of the outlet culvert.
1. Wally informed us that we received a permit to put up gate at the outlet to prevent northern from leaving the lake.  We will need to reapply annually for this permit.
1. Shawn asked about controlling weeds by his dock.  Wally replied that a permit is required from the DNR to apply chemicals and the cost is going to triple or more.  Scott asked about manually removing the weeds and it was suggested that he call the DNR.  Wayne asked if there is a place to put the weeds and Doug said they could be placed on his fields.  Paul Segner commented that lily pads and cattails are good weeds for the lake.
1. There was a discussion about harvesting curly leaf pond weed.  The cost is enormous and that ended the discussion.
1. Tim Larson asked what problems the carp cause.  The answer was that they stir up the sediment at the bottom of the lake.  Wayne asked what could be done about the carp.  Delores replied that they could be netted and someone suggested electric shocking.
1. Paul mentioned that it had been a bad year for catching sunnies.
1. Holly asked if there was any treatment for chiggers.  No treatment is known
